Dearden Fold Farm is an early form of Hall House ( a 
grade II* listed building ), it's original three trusses, two 

associated with the hall and one with a cross-wing 
survive. Dendrochronological analysis of the oak timbers 
(by the Ancient Monuments Laboratory in 1998, which 

became part of English Heritage now Historic 
England)indicate that it was built in 1488.

This was during the reign of Henry V11 and it is 
probably the oldest building in Ainsworth.
